Intentional sexual contact characterized by use of force, threats,
intimidation, or abuse of authority or when the victim does not or cannot
consent.

UCMJ punitive articles: rape, sexual assault, aggravated sexual
contact, abusive sexual contact, forcible sodomy (forced oral or
anal sex), or attempts to commit these acts.

— Touching of genitalia through clothing
